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Stage Crew is a full-year course designed to help students become skilled in drafting and building sets, designing and setting lights, planning and running audio equipment, and maintaining a clean stage. Students will learn the roles and responsibilities that technicians, designers, and support staff have to the performers.  Due to high use of the Kearns High stage, students will get real “hands-on”, “o-the-job” training and experience in all aspects of stage. They will learn to finish projects on time, arrive promptly to performances, and behave in a professional manner. All students will be required to work before or after school on events and productions to earn a full grade, no exceptions. A minimum of 30hrs per semester is required. 
Skills developed in this course:

1. Maintenance - Cleaning and repair of auditorium before and after performances.

2. Construction - Using hand and power tools such as saws, drills, and others to build sets and prop pieces. 

3. Painting – Learn painting techniques to add depth to props, set pieces and backdrops.

4. Technical support - Setting, repairing and running audio, electrical, and lighting equipment

5. Technical Design - Creating audio and video enhancements through multimedia software.

6. Drafting - Designing sets and scenery using 3D construction software.

7. Team Work - Working in teams to complete jobs properly and promptly.

· Positive attitude – Be enthusiastic. Work hard. Be Creative. Do more than “just enough”. Have pride in your work

· Attendance – Show up before the bell rings. Show up on or before “call time” for before and after school jobs.

Class rules:

· No food or drink allowed on stage or class. Water in a sealable container is acceptable.

· No family or friends allowed on stage or in production areas

· No improper use of equipment, computers or internet. This will result in loss of computer/internet access.
· No abuse of stage crew privileges, ie. getting out of class, going into restricted areas, etc.

· No phones/music players/portable electronic Use of portable electronics, only when instructed.
· It is inappropriate to record images or conversations of staff members without their permission.
Students are required to bring:
